DAY 1: ARGENTA ARTS DISTRICT
Jump on a Rock Region METRO streetcar for a brief introduction to 
the area and fantastic views of the Arkansas River. You can spend a 
whole morning browsing art galleries and eating lunch in the Argenta 
Arts District of North Little Rock.

Spend an afternoon learning what it’s like 
to live as a submariner. That’s right, on the 
Arkansas River, in the landlocked state of 
Arkansas, a real World War II submarine 
awaits! Tour USS Razorback, the longest-
serving submarine in the world, at the 
Arkansas Inland Maritime Museum.

Finish the day with a laidback night of local 
craft beer, live entertainment and great food. 
The Argenta Arts District is home to five bars, 
a wine bar and several restaurants. The Joint 
Theater & Coffeehouse offers improv nights, 
open-mic nights and original comedies on the 
weekends.
